SM has no appointments or duty during class

SM has not received any Article 15’ sin the past 12 months

SM is not pending any unfavorable action

SM isexempt from al unit formations whilein class (SMsthat remain on duty rosters will be
dropped from class)

SM is experienced in a standard transmission vehicle (UNTIL FURTHER NOTICE)
SM has experiencein driving heavy equipment (properly annotated on DA Form 348)
Duty uniform is BDUs
