TAXES

(Q) Will income tax assistance be available to family members during deployment?

(A) Tax offices will be available in local communities.  In addition, companies are required to have trained tax advisors who provide tax assistance to servicemembers and their families during tax season.  In addition, each military installation provides tax assistance via its Staff Judge Advocate office.

(Q) If a spouse has a Power Of Attorney, can he/she file for taxes in a servicemember’s absence?

(A) Yes. A spouse can file for taxes with a general Power of Attorney. See the Power of Attorney section of this web page for more information.  If the spouse wishes to conduct business other than simply filing the tax form, he will need an IRS Power of Attorney.  If the servicemember is unavailable for signature due to deployment, the spouse can sign on his behalf.

(Q) If a spouse is deployed, will he get an extension to file federal income taxes?

(A) Yes, a servicemember receives an automatic extension for residing in a country other than the United States.
