MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION          

SUBJECT:   V Corps G4 USR Turn-In Process

1. The purpose of this memorandum is to discipline the V Corps USR Turn-in process. The intent is to facilitate accuracy of the data submitted to HQDA via the DA Form 2715 and the data submitted to HQ, V Corps via slides and commander’s letters and to enhance the cross talk between the Corps staff and MSC/Separate Brigade Commanders and Staffs. 

2. Effective with the Oct 00 USR turn-in (19 Oct – 23 Oct 00).

TURN-IN REQUIREMENTS 

G4 Equipment On Hand (EOH).

1.  One copy of the DA Form 2715.


IAW paragraph 5-13, AR 220-1, commanders of battalion size and smaller units with S-4 LINs will list all ERC-P or ERC-A S-4 LINs. LINs will be listed in descending order of criticality, with the most critical listed first.  Units that have no S-4 LINs but have an EOH level below S-1 must, as a minimum, address those key ERC P and ERC A equipment items that prevent attainment of an S-level equal to S-1.  

2.  One copy of the Unit Equipment Readiness Listing (ERL, PCN:  ALV-830) for each unit that did not attain ALO for EOH.

3.  Listing of ERC P and ERC A shortages with document numbers, supply status, and supply status date using V Corps EOH Report.  Units must identify whether item is Stock Funded or PMA funded.  If Stock Funded (i.e. unit purchases item), and not on order, provide justification (i.e. funding shortfall, etc.).  

4.  Documentation for any approved EOH reporting exemptions.  
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G4 Equipment Serviceability (ES).

1.  One copy of the DA Form 2715.  

a. IAW paragraphs 9-4 and 9-6, AR 220-1, units that do not attain a C-level equal to "1" in a measured resource area must submit remarks on that area explaining the primary reasons C-1 was not attained.  Units must therefore provide remarks in the 2715 which explain any AMSS reportable fleets which fail to meet DA readiness goals (i.e. 90% for ground equipment; 75% for aircraft).  Remarks will be concise and not contain information that is in other portions of the report. For example, "Unit is C-2 due to maintenance"  is insufficient.  "Unit is C2 due to M113 fleet at 88% ES as a result of track shoe shortage" is an example of a sufficient remark which provides adequate detail to help resolve the problems degrading a unit's status.

b.  IAW paragraph 6-7, AR 220-1, commanders of battalion size or smaller units with an R-level not equal to R-1 will list the five most critical reportable LINs that reduce their R-level below R-1.. LINs will be listed in descending order of criticality.  AR 220-1 also requires a letter S or M be entered to designate whether the problem is primarily due to a supply shortage (S) or a backlog of maintenance requirements (M). 

2.  One copy of AMSS Feeder data to DA Form 2715 for each AA Level unit.  Insure report is produced no earlier than 2400 hours on the 15th of the month.  

3.  One copy of AMSS 2406 MSC-level composite report (i.e. Division level, Corps Separate Brigade level, or STB as appropriate), with supporting data identifying problems for fleets failing at MSC level.

4.  MSC-level Commanders USR Memorandum.

5.  One copy of G3 Readiness Pie Charts.

6.  One copy of PERRY/PIEMC Failures data sheet for each AA Level unit with an R-level below R-1. The PERRY/PIEMC Failures data sheet will include historical data such as: problem diagnosis, document numbers for parts ordered, and a job order number for Direct Support or higher level maintenance work orders.  

7.  ORF  DA Form 2406-E. (composite report from 1ID, 1AD, 130th ENG, 69th ADA and COSCOM only)
8.  One copy of G3 USR Turn in checklist.
