
SARSS1 Suspense File


15 May 2001 (1600 hours)

1. General Information: When the SARSS1 “Review Suspense File” process is run during closeout at SARSS1, the records are processed in the sequence shown in annex C.  When two reasons suspense codes are shown under the same number, both reason suspense codes process at the same time.  There appears to be no SARSS1 “Review Suspense File” logic at closeout for SARSS1 Reason Suspense Code “T”. 

2. Information concerning specific SARSS1 Reason Suspense Codes is described below.  The sequence is the first three positions of the transaction/action on the SARSS1 Suspense File.

3. A0-.  

a. Reason Suspended: Request Pending Catalog Build. Reason Suspense Code “A”.

(1) This transaction was written to the suspense file because there was no matching NIIN on the SARSS1 ABF/Catalog file.   

(2) Action is to build a catalog record, reject the request for issue back to the customer or change the stock number on the suspense file.   See Annex A for procedures.   After the catalog record is built, the DIC A0- is automatically processed when the command “PROCESS” is exercised.  If the customer request for issue is rejected, NOTHING goes to SARSS2AC/B document history. 

b.  Reason Suspended: Request Pending Local Purchase Action.   Reason Suspense Code “G”. 

(1) This transaction was written to the suspense file because the PRC-AUTH on the SARSS1 Unit Unique was set to “Y”.  Nothing will happen to this record because there is incomplete local purchase logic in SARSS1.     

(2) Action is to change the PRC-AUTH on the SARSS1 Unit Unique to “N” (set by the immediately higher SARSS2A or SARSS2AC/B) and to request that the SARSS developer delete this record from the SARSS1 suspense file.   If there is an open record in SARSS2AC/B document history, you have to use the MSTA process at the higher SARSS2A or SARSS2AC/B and enter a DIC AE- with CA status to cancel out this transaction at SARSS2AC/B document history and finance.

c.  Reason Suspended: Exception Request Awaiting Local Purchase Action.   Reason Suspense Code “H”. 

(1) This transaction was written to the suspense file because the PRC-AUTH on the SARSS1 Unit Unique was set to “Y”.  Nothing will happen to this record because there is incomplete local purchase logic in SARSS1.     

(2) Action is to change the PRC-AUTH on the SARSS1 Unit Unique to “N” (set by the immediately higher SARSS2A or SARSS2AC/B) and to request that the SARSS developer delete this record from the SARSS1 suspense file.   If there is an open record in SARSS2AC/B document history, you have to use the MSTA process at the higher SARSS2A or SARSS2AC/B and enter a DIC AE- with CA status to cancel out this transaction at SARSS2AC/B document history and finance.

4. DIC A4-.  

a. Referral Pending DODAAC Add.  Reason Suspense code “O”.   

(1) This transaction was received from SARSS2A or SARSS2AC/B and there is no DODAAC match for the appropriate DODAACs.  

(2) Action.   Contact item manager to download the DODAAC record from the Worldwide DODAAC File.  Unless the DIC YLD shows up quickly, the DODAAC will have to be built at the SARSS2AC/B or SARSS2A level.

b. Referral NIIN Under Inventory.  Reason Suspense Code “U”.

(1) This transaction was received from SARSS2A or SARSS2AC/B and the stock number was under inventory.

(2) Action is to complete inventory.  If inventory is not completed in 3 days, the referral will automatically be refused and this suspense file record deleted.  This transaction is automatically processed when closeout is run.

5. AE- with CA/PR status.  Reason Suspended: Pseudo Receipt Pending Inventory Completion. Reason Suspense Code “e”. 

a. This transaction was written to the suspense file because the stock number was being inventoried when the DIC AE- with CA/PR was processed.

b. Action is to complete the inventory before closeout is run.  If the stock number is NOT being inventoried when closeout is run, the transaction will be automatically processed.  If processed, all of the pseudo receipt actions will occur (inventory invoked, ROD, etc.).   If you have more than one DIC BEQ/AE- with CA/PR for the same stock number, only one DIC BEQ/AE- with CA/PR will be processed per closeout (provided that the stock number is not undergoing inventory).  This is because the first transaction processed will result in a pseudo receipt (line will be under inventory) which will force the remaining transactions back onto the SARSS1 suspense file.

6. AE- with C* status.  Reason Suspended: C* Status Pending Processing for Status. Reason Suspense Code “a”. 

a. This transactions was written to the suspense file because a DIC AE- with C* status was received from SARSS2AC/B or SARSS2A and there was no matching activity file record at  SARSS1 (document number and suffix code).

b.  No action required by the SSA.  The system will check at close-out to see if the correct status transaction has been received.  If after three days the correct status transaction has not been received from SARSS2AC/B or SARSS2A, the suspense file record is deleted.

7. BEQ.  Reason Suspended: Pseudo Receipt Pending Inventory Completion. Reason Suspense Code “e”. 

a. This transaction was written to the suspense file because the stock number was being inventoried when the DIC BEQ was processed.

b. Action is to complete the inventory before closeout is run.  If the stock number is NOT being inventoried when closeout is run, the transaction will be automatically processed.  If processed, all of the pseudo receipt actions will occur (inventory invoked, ROD, etc.).   If you have more than one DIC BEQ/AE- with CA/PR for the same stock number, only one DIC BEQ/AE- with CA/PR will be processed per closeout (provided that the stock number is not undergoing inventory).  This is because the first transaction processed will result in a pseudo receipt (line will be under inventory) which will force the remaining transactions back onto the SARSS1 suspense file. 

8. D4S.

a. Reason Suspended: Receipt Pending Catalog Build.  Reason Suspense Code “B”.

(1) This record was written to the suspense file because there is no matching NIIN on the SARSS1 ABF/Catalog file.   

(2) Action is to build a catalog record and reprocess the DIC D4S, delete the receipt record from the suspense file, or change the stock number on the suspense file.   See annex B for procedures.

b. Reason Suspended: Receipt Pending Processing. Reason Suspense Code “C”.

(1) This record was written to the suspense file because there was no match for the NIIN on the catalog file.   At this point there is a matching NIIN on the SARSS1 ABF/Catalog.  It is possible for the FSC to not match.

(2) Action is to reprocess the receipt transaction using the exact stock number which is on ABF/Catalog file or delete the record from the suspense file.  To delete the record enter “DELREC” on the action line and follow the instructions. 

c. Reason Suspended:  Operator Deleted Record. Reason Suspense Code “D”.

(1) This receipt appears on the suspense file because the user selected DELREC for a record on the suspense file.

(2) No action is required – this record goes away at closeout.  There will be a report generated of all deleted records at closeout.

d. Reason Suspended:  Local Purchase Receipt Awaiting/Pending PIIN.  Reason Suspense Code “E”.

(1) This transaction was written to the suspense file because the PRC-AUTH on the SARSS1 Unit Unique was set to “Y”.  Nothing will happen to this record because there is incomplete local purchase logic in SARSS1.     

(2) Action is to change the PRC-AUTH on the SARSS1 Unit Unique to “N” (set by the immediately higher SARSS2A or SARSS2AC/B) and to request that the SARSS developer delete this record from the SARSS1 suspense file.   Other records on other files may also have to be cleaned up. 

e. Reason Suspended: Discrepant Receipt.  Reason Suspense code “L”.

(1) This receipt appears on the suspense file because the user/system has selected to put the receipt in litigation.  This action could have happened when working a receipt on the SARSS1 suspense file (reason suspense code c) and selecting to put the asset under litigation or during normal receipt operations for a discrepant shipment (wrong item, duplicate, damaged shipment, overage, etc.).  At this point there is no activity file record except when the receipt is a local purchase receipt.

(2)  The actions are to go into “Direct” (select discrepant shipments) and select return to DRMO, return to wholesale, return to vendor, return to SARSS activity, or return to stock.   Taking action through “direct – discrepant shipments” should be done after getting instructions from the source of supply – probably after a reply to the ROD has been received.  You cannot delete the receipt off of the suspense file through the delete command.   In order for the DIRECT command to work, there has to be a suspense file record for the document number and a quantity on hand in CC L.  If you have a suspense file record, but the quantity on hand in CC L is zero, the ABF record with zero quantity in CC L must be removed from the file (call CAO).  Then the command DELREC can be used to remove the suspense file record.

9. D6A

a. Reason Suspended: Receipt Pending Catalog Build.  Reason Suspense Code “B”.

(1) This record was written to the suspense file because there is no matching NIIN on the SARSS1 ABF/Catalog file.   

(2) Action is to build a catalog record and reprocess the DIC D6A, delete the receipt record from the suspense file, or change the stock number on the suspense file.   See annex B for procedures.

b. Reason Suspended: Receipt Pending Processing. Reason Suspense Code “C”.

(1) This record was written to the suspense file because there was no match for the NIIN on the catalog file.   At this point there is a matching NIIN on the SARSS1 ABF/Catalog.  It is possible for the FSC to not match.

(2) Action is to reprocess the receipt transaction using the exact stock number which is on ABF/Catalog file or delete the record from the suspense file.  To delete the record enter “DELREC” on the action line and follow the instructions. 

c. Reason Suspended:  Operator Deleted Record. Reason Suspense Code “D”.

(1) This receipt appears on the suspense file because the user selected DELREC for a record on the suspense file.

(2) No action is required – this record goes away at closeout.  There will be a report generated of all deleted records at closeout.

10. D6K/S

a. Reason Suspended: Receipt Pending Catalog Build.  Reason Suspense Code “B”.

(1) This record was written to the suspense file because there is no matching NIIN on the SARSS1 ABF/Catalog file.   

(2) Action is to build a catalog record and reprocess the DIC D6-, delete the receipt record from the suspense file, or change the stock number on the suspense file.   See annex B for procedures.

b. Reason Suspended: Receipt Pending Processing. Reason Suspense Code “C”.

(1) This record was written to the suspense file because there was no match for the NIIN on the catalog file.   At this point there is a matching NIIN on the SARSS1 ABF/Catalog.  It is possible for the FSC to not match.

(2) Action is to reprocess the receipt transaction using the exact stock number which is on ABF/Catalog file or delete the record from the suspense file.  To delete the record enter “DELREC” on the action line and follow the instructions. 

c. Reason Suspended:  Operator Deleted Record. Reason Suspense Code “D”.

(1) This receipt appears on the suspense file because the user selected DELREC for a record on the suspense file.

(2) No action is required – this record goes away at closeout.  There will be a report generated of all deleted records at closeout.

d. Reason Suspended:  MROC Receipt Pending Interactive Processing. Reason Suspense Code “F”.

(1) This receipt was written to the suspense file because the receipt was read using AMS/MROCs and there was either no activity file record or the activity file record did not match the bar coding.

(2)  The action is to process the receipt through the interactive receipt processes using the command D6S on the action line or the receipt must be deleted if the receipt  was not  supposed to be processed.  

(a) If you want to process the receipt use the command “D6S” and enter the receipt exactly as the document appears on the Suspense File.   Then the suspense file record will be deleted.   

(b) If the receipt is not supposed to process through your SSA, then use the command DELREC to remove it from the suspense file.  This command will flag the receipt for deletion and when close-out is performed, then the record will be deleted.

e. Reason Suspended:  Suspended Receipt Pending BH Status.  Reason Suspense code “c”. 

(1) This record was written to the suspense file because the received NIIN did not substitute for the ordered NIIN

(2) The actions are:

(a) Take action to have a YBH record built.  Contact the manager at  the supporting Materiel Management Center (MMC).  The MMC manager needs to check with the wholesale manager to determine if this item is going to become a substitute.  If  the stock number is going to be a substitute than the MMC manager needs to add this relationship to the BH NIIN file.  The record should only be added when  the NIIN does NOT match any NIINs on the SNRF (either in the key niin or pointed niin field).  

-1- When the YBH record is built and received, the SARSS1 operator must select “IVREC” and then recycle.  The Transaction is automatically recycled at this time.

(b) If a YBH record is not going to be built, you need to take action through the “IVREC” process to either release a due out to the customer, put the transaction under litigation or delete the transactions from the suspense file (the later action should only be taken when the receipt transaction was erroneously processed).

-1-  Releasing dues out.  Contact the customer that have any due outs for the requested NIIN, to see if the item is acceptable to them.  If so use the IVREC command to issue specific due outs for the customer that will accept the item.

-2- Put the transaction under litigation.  If no one can take the asset and the asset is not a valid substitute, then use the command IVREC to place the item under litigation.  The suspense record will be changed to a discrepant receipt.

-3- Delete the transaction from the suspense file.  Enter the command “DELREC” on the action line and follow the directions.

f. Reason Suspended: Discrepant Receipt.  Reason Suspense code “L”.

(1) This receipt appears on the suspense file because the user/system has selected to put the receipt in litigation.  This action could have happened when working a receipt on the SARSS1 suspense file (reason suspense code c) and selecting to put the asset under litigation or during normal receipt operations for a discrepant shipment (wrong item, duplicate, damaged shipment, overage, etc.).  At this point there is no activity file record except when the receipt is a local purchase receipt.

(2)  The actions are to go into “Direct” (select discrepant shipments) and select return to DRMO, return to wholesale, return to vendor, return to SARSS activity, or return to stock.   Taking action through “direct – discrepant shipments” should be done after getting instructions from the source of supply – probably after a reply to the ROD has been received.  You cannot delete the receipt off of the suspense file through the delete command.   In order for the DIRECT command to work, there has to be a suspense file record for the document number and a quantity on hand in CC L.  If you have a suspense file record, but the quantity on hand in CC L is zero, the ABF record with zero quantity in CC L must be removed from the file (call CAO).  Then the command DELREC can be used to remove the suspense file record.

g. Reason Suspended: Receipt Flagged for Recycling.  Reason Suspense code “d”.

(1) This transaction appears on the SARSS1 Suspense File because there already was a transaction (reason suspense code “c”) on the SARSS1 suspense file and a DIC AE- with BH status was received.  At this time, the reason suspense code is changed from “c” to “d”.  

(2) Action: When close-out is run, this record will reprocess.

h. Reason Suspended: Batch Receipt Requires Interactive Processing.  Reason Suspense Code “T”.

(1) This receipt was written to the suspense file because the receipt was processed on a batch file from t he customer and there was either no activity file record or the activity file record did not match the bar coding.

(2)  The action is to process the receipt through the interactive receipt processes using the command D6S on the action line or the receipt must be deleted if the receipt  was not  supposed to be processed.  

(a) If you want to process the receipt use the command “D6S” and enter the receipt exactly as the document appears on the Suspense File.   Then the suspense file record will be deleted.   

(b) If the receipt is not supposed to process through your SSA, then use the command DELREC to remove it from the suspense file.  This command will flag the receipt for deletion and when close-out is performed, then the record will be deleted.

i. Reason Suspended: Retrograde Receipt Pending Interactive Processing.  Reason Suspense Code “W”.

(1) This receipt was written to the suspense file because the receipt was read using AMS/MROCs and there was either no activity file record or the activity file record did not match the bar coding.

(2)  The action is to process the receipt through the interactive receipt processes using the command D6A on the action line or the receipt must be deleted if the receipt  was not  supposed to be processed.  

(a) If you want to process the receipt use the command “D6A” and enter the receipt exactly as the document appears on the Suspense File.   Then the suspense file record will be deleted.   

(b) If the receipt is not supposed to process through your SSA, then use the command DELREC to remove it from the suspense file.  This command will flag the receipt for deletion and when close-out is performed, then the record will be deleted.

11. DELPASSWORD.  Reason Suspended: Inactive Password Pending Processing.   Reason Suspense Code “b”.

a. This record was written to the suspense file because the password was made inactive.

b. Action is to insure that records for this password have been verified on the Issue MRO Review file.  This password will remain on the suspense file until transactions with the users name have been purged from the SARSS1 Bin Ticket  Review file, Issue MRO Review file and MRO History Review file.

12. DFN.  Reason Suspended: Due-in from Temporary Loan.  Reason Suspense code “V”.

a. This is an information suspense record for an asset which is out on temporary loan.

b. The action is to process the receipt D6N when asset is returned from temporary loan. 

13.  TA4.  Reason Suspended:  Attempted DODAAC Delete – Activity Records Exist.   Reason Suspense code “J”.

a. This suspense file record was built because action was taken to delete the DODAAC record at SARSS1 but SARSS1 activity file records exist for the DODAAC.

b.  The action is to clear the SARSS1 activity file records.  Once the SARSS1 activity file records have been closed/deleted, close-out will delete this suspense file record and recycle the DIC TA4 transaction.

14.  YAK.  Reason Suspended: Stock Number Pending Manual UI Conversion.   Reason Suspense code “M”.

a. This record was written to the Suspense File because a catalog change has been processed and the SARSS1 logic cannot convert the ABF record from the old unit of issue to the new unit of issue.  The suspense record will appear regardless of whether you have or do not have activity file, ABF, etc. records.

b. Action:  It is imperative that you work this one as soon as you can.  The ABF record is placed under inventory with and inventory freeze flag of 3.  But you can not inventory this item until the conversion factor is figured.  Once it is figured, then you can perform the inventory.  

(1)  Procedures for figuring Conversion Factor.

(a)  divide the old unit of issue by the new unit of measure.  This will give you the conversion factor.

(2) Example        OLD UI   EA       NEW UI   PG    There are 25 ea in a pg.  1 / 25 = .04    so the conversion factor is  20004  The first position is the number of decimal and the last four is  the conversion factor.  Lets say that the system had 100 on hand.  Once the conversion factor is entered, the system multiplies 100X.04 – the result is an on hand balance 4.

(a) Use the command CONV to enter the conversion factor.

(b)  Once the conversion factor is entered the suspense file record is removed.

(c) The SARSS1 Unit of Issue Conversion record is NOT updated by this action..

15.   YC9.  

a. Reason Suspended:  Temporary Support (DODAAC) Change.  Reason Suspense code “I”.

(1) This suspense record was written because there was a temporary customer DODAAC change (DODC).  Need to check on this…

(2) No action required.  When the time is up for this temporary change of support, the system will remove this from the suspense file unless there are active records in SARSS1 for  that DODAAC.

b. Reason Suspended:  Mass Cancellation Transaction.  Reason Suspense code “K”.

(1) This transaction is on the SARSS1 Suspense File because a customer DODAAC transaction (add or change) was received from the higher SARSS2AC/b or SARSS2A which had a mass cancellation flag of  “1” and a date mass cancellation effective date.

(2) There is no real action for the user.  When the SARSS1 system reviews the SARSS1 suspense file during closeout and determines that the mass cancellation effective date has passed, the SARSS1 system will invoke mass cancellation and remove this suspense file record.

c. Reason Suspended: Temporary Referral DODAAC.  Reason Suspense Code “N”. 

(1) When a referral (DIC A4-) or materiel release order (DIC A5-) is received by SARSS2AC/B from outside of the SARSS2AC/B system (subordinate SARSS1 and SARSS2A sites are inside of the SARSS2AC/B system), the SARSS2AC/B DODAAC table is checked for the DODAAC in rp 30-35, the BBP for the DODAAC in rp 30-35, the DODAAC in rp 45-50, and the BBP for the DODAAC in rp 45-50.  If any of these “DODAAC” records are missing from the SARSS2AC/B DODAAC table, a “set” of DIC YLD transactions is created from the SARSS2AC/B worldwide DODAAC table and sent to the shipping SARSS1 site.  So, there could be as many as FOUR sets of DIC YLD transactions per DIC A4-/A5- transaction.  DIC YLD transactions are the way SARSS2AC/B communicates temporary DODAAC records from the SARSS2AC/B worldwide DODAAC table to the shipping SARSS1 site.  The document number on the SARSS1 Suspense File was made up with SARSS1 logic and has no direct connection to the document number received.  This record was written to the SARSS1 suspense file so that SARSS1 could delete the DIC YLD record after a parameter number of days (YLD_PURGE_DTE) on the SARSS1 Unit Unique Record.  

(2) The action is to wait until the purge date is reached.  At this time, the suspense file record and the DODAAC record on the SARSS1 DODAAC file should be eliminated.   At the time of deletion, ALL shipping actions must have been completed at the SARSS1 site.

16. YCN.  Reason Suspended: Attempted Catalog Delete – Activity Record Exists.  ???  (to be filled in later)!!!!

a. This record is on the suspense file because????

b. The action is ????

17. YLD.  Reason Suspended: Temporary Referral DODAAC.  Reason Suspense Code “N”. 

a. This record is on the suspense file because a referral was received from outside of the SARSS2AC/B system and there was no DODAAC record in the SARSS DODAAC file.  Therefore, SARSS2AC/B created DIC YLD transactions to go to the SARSS1 site so that they would have a DODAAC record.  This record was written to the SARSS1 suspense file so that SARSS1 could delete the DIC YLD record after a parameter number of  days (YLD_PURGE_DTE) on the SARSS1 Unit Unique Record.

b. The action is to wait until the purge date is reached.  At this time, the suspense file record and the DODAAC record on the SARSS1 DODAAC file should be eliminated.   It may be necessary to insure that all shipping action has been completed at the SARSS1 site.

Annex A

Building a catalog record, rejecting a DIC A0- transaction, or changing the stock number.

a. Building a catalog record for a DIC A0- transaction.

(1) Enter CATB on any command (action) line and press <esc>.

(2) Place an X by Build Catalog Record (with Suspense Records Pending Catalog Build) and press <esc>.

(3) Place an X by Build Request Record from Suspense File or Build Request and Receipt Record from Suspense File) and press <esc>.

(4) Build the catalog Record.  The  transaction is written to the batch issue process and will automatically be processed when the “process” command is entered on the action line.  The suspense file record is automatically removed from the suspense file.


b. Rejecting a DIC A0- transaction.   

(1) Enter CATB on any command (action) line and press <esc>.

(2) Place an X by Build Catalog Record (with Suspense Records Pending Catalog Build) ) and press <esc>.

(3) Place an X by Build Request Record from Suspense File or Build Request and Receipt Record from Suspense File) and press <esc>.

(4)  Enter an “R” on the line “Enter “R” to reject – enter “D”  to defer” and press <esc>.  This will cause the request to be rejected back to the customer with “CG” status.  The  suspense record will be deleted.  Nothing will be sent to SARSS2AC/B document history.  

c. Changing the stock number on the suspense file.

(1) Enter CATB on any command (action) line and press <esc>.

(2) Place an X by Change Suspense File Stock Number and press <esc>. 

(3) Follow the screen direction.

Annex B

Building a catalog record, not processing (deleting) a DIC D4-/D6- transaction, or changing the stock number.

a. Building a catalog record for a DIC D4-/D6- transaction.

(1) Enter CATB on any command (action) line and press <esc>.

(2) Place an X by Build Catalog Record (with Suspense Records Pending Catalog Build) ) and press <esc>.

(3) Place an X by Build Receipt Record from Suspense File or Build Request and Receipt Record from Suspense File) and press <esc>.

(4) Build the catalog Record.  For receipt transactions, the document remains on the suspense file with reason suspended changed to “Receipt pending posting catalog record already built”.  The suspense file record will be removed when the receipt is interactively processed. 


b. Not processing (deleting) a DIC D4-/D6- transaction.  

(1) Enter “DELREC” on any “action line” and press <esc>.  

(2) Enter the document  number including suffix code on the next screen and press <esc>.   The reason suspended will be changed to “OPERATOR DELETED RECORD”.  The suspense record will be purged when closeout  is run and put on the suspense file report.

c. Changing the stock number on the suspense file.

(1)  Enter CATB on any command (action) line and press <esc>.

(2) Place an X by Change Suspense File Stock Number and press <esc>. 

(3) Follow the screen direction.
