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Soldiers Charged with Murder 

Heidelberg, Germany (May 9, 2003) - Brigadier General Donald L. Jacka, Jr., V Corps Rear (Provisional) commander, referred charges to General Court-Martial against Pfc. Jonathan Schroeder, 22, from Pontotoc, Mississippi and Pfc. Andrew Humiston, 23, from Champlin, Minnesota. 

 Both men are assigned as mortarman to HHC, 1st  Battalion, 36th Infantry Regiment, 1st Brigade of the 1st Armored Division  in Friedberg. 

Humiston and Schroeder  were charged with felony murder, robbery, conspiracy to commit robbery and obstruction of justice.  The charges relate to an incident  which resulted in the death of Pfc. Clint C. Lamebear, 18, Company A, 1st Battalion, 36th Infantry Regiment, on 16 November, 2002.  

The referral of charges and specifications to court-martial is merely an accusation against the accused soldier.  The accused soldier is presumed innocent until and unless proven guilty.  The case was referred as non-capital.

The soldiers' arraignment is scheduled for 8:30 a.m., 15 May, 2003, at Taylor Barracks in Mannheim.

Schroeder and Humiston are in pre-trial confinement at the European Regional Confinement Facility, Coleman Barracks, Mannheim, Germany.
