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MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD
 
SUBJECT:  Renewing USAREUR Vehicle Registration for POV’s while Deployed
 
 
1.  PURPOSE.  To provide information on renewing or extending United States Army Europe (USAREUR) vehicle registration for privately owned vehicles (POV’s) while deployed.  
 
2.  DISCUSSION.
 
            a. In accordance with USAREUR Regulation 190-1, paragraph 3-11(a) (4), “[m]ilitary personnel on operational deployments may have their POV registrations extended at no cost on verification of deployment from their chain of command. Operational extensions will not be permitted beyond 24 months of the last inspection."  

 

            b. Rear detachment commanders (RDC’s) may submit a memorandum requesting extensions of POV's after soldiers have deployed.  The vehicle registration must be in an active status prior to deployment.  First, RDC’s request a list of POV's from the local Provost Marshall's Office using the unit identification code (UIC).  Next, RDC’s submit the request for extension to the USAREUR Registry of Motor Vehicles (RMV), which must include the name, rank, and Social Security number of the soldier, and the license plate number and expiration date of each POV.  Upon receipt and review at RMV, USAREUR could extend vehicle registration up to 7 months past the deployment date.  

 

c. When vehicles are placed in government or unit storage facilities, the storage facility custodian will notify RMV and RMV will deactivate and extend the vehicle registration accordingly.  Soldiers and storage facility personnel will complete the necessary paperwork at the storage site to extend vehicle registration as part of the process of placing the vehicle in storage.   

d. PRIOR to removing a POV from government or unit storage, soldiers must obtain proof of insurance from their insurance company.  Soldiers must then go to the local vehicle registration office and pick up a new (no cost) registration with a new extended expiration date.  Custodians will not release a vehicle unless the soldier's registration has the words: "DEPLOY RETURN" on it.  POV's will not be released until soldiers complete this process.
 

e. Soldiers who do not place their vehicles in storage must take affirmative steps to ensure that their vehicle registration does not expire.

 f. Soldiers who are deploying who have jointly registered their vehicles with their spouses may currently take advantage of the vehicle registration no cost extension described above.  This provision, however, is subject to change.
