SUBJECT:  STB Command Policy Memorandum #10 - “Get Home Safely” Program

1.  There is no excuse for any soldier, regardless of rank, to drive while impaired or ride with someone who is impaired.  Call a taxi, call a friend, or call your leadership.  You are too valuable to risk your life, the lives of others and your career over a ride home.

2.  If you do find yourself in a situation where you have no sober way home, and you do not have the money for a taxi, the “Get Home Safely” card offers another option.  You show the card to the taxi driver, and if he agrees to bring you to Patton Barracks, notify the Battalion Ops Center while you are enroute, or once you get to the gate.  You get your safe ride, and the Battalion Ops NCO will meet you at the gate and pay the bill.  You sign your issued card, and promise to repay the “Get Home” program by the next payday.   

3.  After you pay the program back, you will be issued another card.  Repaying the fund is your obligation, which I expect you to live up to.  It allows other soldiers the same opportunity to get a safe ride home when they are out of safe options.

4.  Taxi drivers are under no obligation to accept the card, but once a few of them take the chance and learn that they do indeed get their money, more drivers will be more likely to accept them.

5.  The best option is to always plan ahead, have a designated driver, save money for a taxi.  This card gives you a safety net for those times when your best plans go awry.
