SUBJECT:  US Army Safety Awards Program – Department of the Army Level Awards.

1.  PURPOSE:  To encourage V Corps commanders to participate in the US Army Accident Prevention Awards Program at the Department of the Army level.

2.   DISCUSSION:  The US Army Accident Prevention Awards Program criteria are published in AR 672-74, US Army Accident Prevention Awards Program, dtd 28 Apr 95 (available on-line at http://www.usapa.army.mil/pdffiles/r672_74.pdf).  The Department of the Army level awards listed below recognize units and individuals for contributions and enhancements to the Army Safety Program.  

    a.  Types of Department of the Army Level Awards available to V Corps units and individuals:  

           (1)  DA Form 5757  (Director of Army Safety Award):  For units for significant improvement in their safety record.

           (2)  Chief of Staff, Army, Award for Excellence in Safety Plaque:  Awarded by the 

Chief of Staff of the Army to individuals who make significant contributions to the Army accident prevention effort. 

           (3)  DA Form 5777 (United States Army Safety Guardian Award):  Presented by the

Director of Army Safety to individuals for extraordinary action in an emergency situation.

(4) DA Form 5778 (Army Aviation Broken Wing Award):  Presented by the Director of

Army Safety to individuals in response to an aircraft emergency situation.

(5) Director of Army Safety Special Award of Excellence Plaque:  Presented by

the Director of Army Safety to individuals who demonstrate superior safety leadership and/or programs.

    b.   Nomination Requirements.  Nominations will be submitted through the chain of command to the United States Army Safety Center per AR 672-74.
